This event captures the true community spirit of Pike Place Market.”
In an intimate setting, guests will have the opportunity to get ahead of the busy holiday season by bidding on an exceptional array of locally-made and hand-crafted items such as: apparel, ceramics, jewelry, photography and more, in a live and silent auction. Additional auction items include gift certificates to the fair-trade boutique Hands of the World and Tom Douglas restaurants Etta’s and Seatown. Other items include gift baskets from Pear Delicatessen and Quintessential Gourmet. 
Delicious comfort food will be provided by stellar Market vendors: Le Panier, Michou, Pear Delicatessen, Pike Place Fish, Pure Food Fish, Sabra, Uli’s Famous Sausage among others.  Beer will be provided by Emmett Watson’s Oyster Bar and Pike Brewing. Dessert, provided by Sabra and Turkish Delight, and wine will also be served. 
Activities include live art and craft demonstrations, photo opportunities with the Market Sasquatch, Children of The Market Fashion Show and temporary tattoos by a Market artist. 
 "In these times of need, we are taking direct action,” said longtime crafter Sharon Shaw. “The craft community is coming together to help build and strengthen the safety net for the entire Market family." 
Located in the covered arcade on the northwest side of Pike Place, the crafts market, or “craft line,” features a diverse selection of products made from metal, glass, wood, clay, fabric and other material. All crafts are handmade, and all of the artists create their work locally. With more than 200 permitted craftspeople, the concentration of craftspeople makes the Pike Place Market one of the biggest collectives of its kind in North America and a unique incubator of craft businesses.
